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A stick or a cardboard tube

Seat the Joeys in a circle, and draw straws for the first
person to be IT.

Put IT in the centre of the circle with a cardboard tube
stick.

Instruct IT to turn around while slowly extending the
stick carefully towards the other players.

When a player grabs the end of the stick, IT asks three
guestions and, from the sound of the answering voice,
tries to guess the person's name.

At the end of the turn, the player who grabbed the stick is
the new IT.

Depending on the ages and dispositions of your Joeys,
you can make the game a little more difficult by
encouraging the players to disguise their voices.
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
